Each team included a detailed budget for implementation. The winning team will receive up to $10,000 to make their idea a reality.
The Community Foundation for Livingston County also funded seniors from Pinckney Community School’s New Tech High to design, market, host and manage the Imagine Boldly competition. The students, Sarah Dorosh, Michael Griffin, Katie Kramer, Brandon Loy and Casey Orr each received an internship for their work.
