All veterans in attendance will 
also be entered into drawings to win a wide variety of prizes valued from $300 to $2,000. One 
spouse of a veteran that attended a previous years Vet Fest hosted by VETLIFE said, “I think you 
saved my husband’s life. He’s an Army veteran and today is the first time he’s been out of the house 
in three months. We enrolled him in VA healthcare services with the Ann Arbor VA today. Thank you 
so much.” VETLIFE will have providers onsite to enroll veterans in healthcare, sign up for county VA 
services, retrieve a copy of their DD-214, learn about education benefits, alternative forms of 
therapy, and much more.
